The bill goes up for a
vote in either the
House or Senate.

If passed, then the
bill goes to the

Governor to sign
or veto.

Once the Governor
signs, the bill 
becomes law!

If citizens have
concerns with a

draft, the first step
is to call your

legislators and
express respectful

concern.

If a citizens still
have concerns

over a bill,
contact the

members of the
committee to
discuss your

concerns.

Any remaining
concerns need
to be followed

up calmly with a
visit with your

legislator at the
capitol or at a

legislative
lunch.
